Uniform

3. Never touch the plumes.  
4. You are required to wear your show shirt, black gym shorts, and plain long black socks under your uniform 
5. Jewelry and nail polish are not permitted when in uniform. 
6. Long hair must be secured into shako. Hair should not be covering your neck.  

Bus 
1. All bus rules apply.  
2. Girls and boys/Couples will not be on a bus alone. No purple seats when traveling.  
3. Leave the bus looking better than how we found it.  
4. Chaperones will be placed throughout the bus for supervision. Be respectful of our chaperones.  

Rules
